Group Insurance for all members of BSA.

Background.
It was proposed in the 9th AGM by the Col Comdt to 
examine having Group Insurance for all members of BSA.  Fresh proposal was 
recd from LIC by lowering their premium to 11.52 lakhs for insurance of all 
BSA members for a sum of Rs.20000/-

Fresh proposal recd from LIC was discussed.  Least premium reqd to be paid for insurance of all BSA members was Rs.1152000/- for being insured for a sum of Rs.20000/- for each individual. But Management Committee felt that the proposal is not viable.

Progress on BSA North India Chapter.

(b)
Background.
As per the directions BSA North India Chapter has commenced functioning under the aegis of 268 Engr Regt and Rs.25000/- have been transferred to them for 
their expenditure. As per CO 268 Engr Regt action has been taken for publicity of BSA North India Chapter. Placement Cell is also being activated once the BSA 
North India meet takes place.

Maj Gen SCN Jatar (Retd)  mentioned that BSA North India 
Chapter
needs to be empowered with suitably stipulated guidelines. 
This 
chapter should not be controlled in its routine functioning from 
Khadki. Also role of North India Chapter should be spelt out in detail 
with respect  to all powers including financial.

Education Loan.

Issue.

To provide Higher Edn loan for wards of Bombay Sappers. 

(b)
Background.
During the 24TH MCM decision to provide loan for higher edn had been taken and board guidelines formulated. The bd of offrs for finalisation of allotments to be held in Oct 2008.

Discussion.

Maj Gen Jatar (Retd)  pointed out that this loan should be given to needy and meritorious students. For students who are studying in private colleges where the admission is taken by paying huge donations should not be made eligible for this scholarship. However Maj Gen SG Pitre (Retd) suggested that the criteria be based on need and merit and  no restriction be laid as regard  pvt colleges.

Decision.

The Committee agreed to extend the facility of a loan to students in a pvt college, however, merit based on an all India exam should be considered. Guidelines for allocation of loan by the Bd of offrs be formulated by the OIC BSA and circulated to the Management Committee for apporval by 01 May 2008.

Issue.

Progress on Bombay Sappers Gurudwara at Tarn Taran.
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(b)
Background.
Fauji Gurudwara Majbi Sikh at Railway Road Taran Taran was purchased by Bombay Sappers in 1919 and named as Fauji Gurudwara/Sarai,Majbi Sikh.  The Gurudwara was then being looked after by the Ex Sub Maj (Hony  Capt) Naranjan Singh.  After his death  no person  was selected by the Gurudwara Committee for looking after the Fauji Gurudwara.  The Committee kept a person as the chowkidar without pay to look after the Gurudwara about 9-10 years back.  Now the chowkidar is claiming the Gurudwara property as his own and has placed a board  ‘Gurudwara Baba Jiwan Singh’ outside the Gurudwara.  CO 267 Engr Regt was tasked to take over this Gurudwara. CO 267 Engr Regt have confirmed that the activities of the Gurudwara are being monitored by 267 Engr Regt.

Discussion.      
Management discussed the utilization of land of Bombay Sappers Gurudwara.  Detailed proposal for utilization of this land be prepared by CO 267 Engr Regt. Further a quarterly report on activities of the Gurudwara be fwd for info of all members.
