GUIDELINES FOR SELECTING A BOY/GIRL 

WITH TALENT IN SPORTS

1.

It is difficult to spot a child with talent for a particulars sports who may have the potential of becoming sports person at national level. In order to streamline the selection process certain restrictions have been defined in succeeding paras.

2.
Following sports will only be considered because, BEG & Centre has the facilities to train the selected persons in these sports:-


(a)
Track and field events from Athletics: and swimming events.

(b) Hockey/Football/Basketball.

(c) Boxing

(d) Gymnastics.

3.
At the time of selection, the sports person should have achieved certain standards of excellence in each event. The boy/girl should have represented:-


(a)
District to participate in state championship.

(b) Inter KV Regional (if boy/girl is from KV school) from where they are taken 

for state championship.

(c)
CBSC National or District level (if boy/girl is from Army/Army Public School) from where they are taken for the state championship.
4.
The channel of selection has been shown in the Annx. The child is being considered for selection when he/she has participated at the appropriate level from where he/she is to participate at state level, as shown in the Annx.
5.
In some special circumstances, if the PBOR feels that his child is very talented but could not participate at the appropriate level mentioned above, he can approach the BSA. A Board of Officers can be detailed to screen such children and, if found of the same or of higher caliber than those representing at the ‘appropriate level’ his or her name can also be considered for the scholarship.
