5. BSA Distress Grant Scheme.    The one-time financial grant given under this 

scheme has been enhanced from Rs 10,000/- to Rs 20,000/- from April 2023. This 
decision was taken by the management committee in the 67th MCM held on 20 Jan 
2023.  
 
6. New Location of BSA Office.     BSA office has been relocated in the newly 
constructed empowerment complex, just behind the new motivation hall of Adm Bn from 
22 April 2023. This is the second time BSA office has been shifted since its inception in 
1999. 
 
7. The Bombay Sappers Association started functioning in May 1999 from a small 
office in an old barrack located in between the erstwhile Office of CO Depot Bn and the 
Old BEG & Centre Post office. Thereafter it was shifted to the erstwhile Quarter Guard 
Building of Depot Bn. The old Quarter Guard building was renovated to house the BSA 
Office and a Computer Training Centre for retiring persons. This BSA office complex 
was inaugurated by Lt Gen Nobel Thamburaj, PVSM, SM, ADC, VCOAS and Colonel 
Commandant, The Bombay Sappers on  19 Sept 2009.
