The details of items discussed are given in succeeding paras.   
Donation for children of widows for their Education.

3.
Efforts made by Brig BK Kohli (Retd), Director BSA Northern Region, have resulted in donations coming from retired Offrs from Punjab/Delhi for promoting edn to the children of widows.  Rs 83,200/-/- have been received so far.  A similar effort would be made for Maharashtra and other areas.  It is felt that a procedure must be established so that only the needy widows get this benefit in such a manner that the funds given to them are spent only for this purpose.  The issue was discussed at length.  It was decided that procedure evolved should cater for following essential ingradients:- 

(a)
Widows should apply for `edn grant’ through an application (standard format) giving details for children, their age, school, class, fee structure etc.

(b)
The details forwarded should be verified by the Nodal Offrs, especially the financial condition of the widow.  For this purpose, the districts have been earmarked for Nodal Offrs.

(c)
Applications will be examined by Board of Offrs.

(d)
Donors are linked with recipients.

(e)
If possible, ensure that donor and recipient are from the same unit.
(f)
Give higher priority to students studying in 10th, 11th and 12th standards.

(g)
The grant can be given to students studying in college as well.
(h)
The amount of grant need not be fixed.  It can be based on need.

(j)
If the requirement of grant to a widow is more, contribution received from two or more Offrs can be combined.
(k)
Condition should not be laid down that unless the student passes the examination of the year in which grant is given, the grant for next year will not be given.

(l)
While receiving donation, a format could be sent to the donor for signature wherein he declares that if some amount is left after donation, it could be transferred to corpus.
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(m)
A separate `head’ be opened in the books of accounts for these donations.  This will facilitate to keep track of donations and BSA can ensure that requisite amount is disbursed before the end of the financial year.

(n)
This scheme is given wide publicity.

(o)
A data bank is prepared of all widows for proper implementation of the scheme including the regt/units in which their husbands served.

(p)
If possible, donor and the late father of recipient, should be from the same unit.
(q)
A committee is formed to implement this scheme.

(r)
Dir BSA of Northern Chapter is fully associated in the implementation of the scheme for grants to widows from that area.

(s)
The scheme should be implemented in the shortest possible time so as to give satisfaction to donors.

(t)
This scheme could also be extended to those wives whose husbands (ex-Bombay Sappers) have deserted them provided she has not remarried.
4.
It was decided that the donations received so far should be allocated keeping in view as many conditions (given in para 3) as possible as only two months are available for implementation.
Donation from Foreign Donors

5.
Proposal received from ROOKHOPE Foundation at Panama was discussed.  It was decided that a letter/e-mail is sent to the Foundation requesting them for all info considered essential to ensure that the donor is an ex-Bombay Sappers.   More info about the Foundation should also be obtained. 

6.
The application for receiving permission for accepting donation from Late Mr WB Harris of U.K was forwarded to the Ministry of Home Affairs on 28 Jan 2011.  A copy of reminder was given to the Staff Officer of the Vice-Chairman to find out the present position of the case.

It was also decided that such Spl MCM be held during the Group Day Celebration every year.
